Panhandle Public Health District Nurse Becky Corman asks local residents to prevent loved ones from getting the flu by being vaccinated. “While flu illness has declined in many areas,” Corman said, “we are only at the beginning of the traditional flu season, which last until May. The H1N1 virus is unpredictable and we may see additional waves of illness.”
Beginning December 21 the H1N1 flu vaccine is available to the general public. Older individuals are also now urged to receive a vaccination, as well. Corman said the “swine flu” virus in the 1970s was a different enough strain of virus that the current vaccine is still recommended.
